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“So when G-d says ‘Read in the 
name of your Lord Who created,’ 
it connects you with creation 
and then connects your needs 
as a creation… So what did G-d 
do? He took Muhammad and 
connected him with the 
created world…”

Don’t just study the 
Qur’an I gave you a Book before 
I gave you this Book (Qur’an) I 
gave you the Book of my 
creation. So study it (creation) 
like you study this Book…”

“…look for direction in it like you 
look for direction in this Book 
(Qur’an), look for meaning and 
purpose in it like you look for 
meaning and purpose in this 
Book. Look for revelation in it 
like you look for revelation in 
this Book…”
